The Friends Committee on National Legislation states "The New START treaty reduces the limit on nuclear warheads by 30 percent, to 1,550 warheads each. It also reinstates the inspection and verification regime that has been discontinued since the previous START treaty expired in December."
Quoting from Peace Action, "The new treaty limits the U.S. and Russia to no more than 1,550 deployed strategic warheads and 800 deployed and non-deployed delivery vehicles. The treaty has broad-based support from diplomats and high-ranking officials from past and current administrations. Officials who have given nonpartisan support of this treaty include former Secretaries of State Henry Kissinger, and James Baker, as well as current Secretary of State Hillary Clinton. 

Even the United States' current Secretary of Defense, Robert Gates, has supported the treaty stating that 'The New START Treaty has the unanimous support of America's military leadership.'

Current plans are for the Senate Foreign Relations Committee to vote on the START treaty by Tuesday, July 27. A simple majority is all that is needed to bring the START treaty out of the committee. That is assured because all of the Democrats and Senator Richard Lugar (R-IN) have committed to vote to send the treaty to the full Senate for consideration. However, those working to achieve ratification of the START treaty believe that the margin by which the committee recommends the treaty is critical. "
