Current plans are for the Senate Foreign Relations Committee to vote on the START treaty by Tuesday, July 27. A simple majority is all that is needed to bring the START treaty out of the committee. That is assured because all of the Democrats and Senator Richard Lugar (R-IN) have committed to vote to send the treaty to the full Senate for consideration. However, those working to achieve ratification of the START treaty believe that the margin by which the committee recommends the treaty is critical.
